At 40metres Blue Voyager is a superior diving vessel, with all the luxuries expected from a blue o two liveaboard.

The Top Deck creates a small sundeck area, perfect for catching the sun in between dives, or hiding away with your favourite book.

The Upper Deck forms the main sundeck on board Blue Fin. Comfy seats and a shaded area create the perfect relaxation area. There is also a small outdoor bar which is well-stocked with refreshments.

The middle deck forms the main saloon and dining area, along with 2 of the cabins. In the saloon, a large dining table and a 42" Plasma screen provide a luxurious dining and entertainment area, with the remaining cabins housed on the lower deck. All the cabins are en-suite with TV, DVD, fully air conditioned and have a minibar.

Do not forget your passport, dive certs and log book (tickets are held on your behalf)
You will also need your dive equipment (regs, BCD, computer, weight belt, fins, mask, wetsuit 5-7mm, boots, torch & camera (please get in contact with us if you need to hire any equipment)
Please be aware that you will be on a boat for the week and it will only dock at the start and end of the week. Towels are provided on board and shoes are not worn on deck. 
Red Sea – North and Brothers Itinerary 
The aim of the trip is to explore the wealth and diversity the red sea has to offer. From the heavy metal exploration for divers who love wrecks, reefs and wildlife. During this week, divers will experience the excitement of diving famous wrecks of the Red Sea, including the SS Thistlegorm, the Carnatic and the Ghiannus D along with the spectacular sights of the Brothers. Highlights will include the chance to see wonders of the sea including turtles, rays and hammerhead, whit tip and reef sharks. 
Thistlegorm

The Thistlegorm is probably the most famous of the Red Sea wrecks. The 129m English Freighter was bombed by German aviation on 6th October 1941 whilst fully loaded with supplies and arms for troops in North Africa.

Today the Thistlegorm has created an artificial reef on a sandy bottom at 32m max depth. She is home to an enormous variety of marine life and is especially popular with large schooling fish. Highlights include locomotives which lie on the decks and the seabed and the cargo holds which house a range of interesting artefacts including cars motorbikes, ammunition crates and wellie-boots.
Ghiannus D  
The Ghiannus D was a victim of Abu Nuhas reef, and not surprising given that the reef is in the middle of a major shipping lane. More surprising is that this vessel sank in 1992. It was a Greek-registered, Japanese-built ship, carrying a cargo of wood. It hit the reef full-on and the rear sections fell off first, the front section of the ship following it two weeks later. The wreck is over 100 metres long and goes from 25 metres deep up to 4 metres deep.

Carnatic 
On September 12th 1869 she began what ended up being her last voyage from Suez with an intended destination of Bombay. With 176 crew, 34 passengers she had a cargo of wine, cotton bails and £40,000 of royal mint gold. It is thought that errors in calculation lead the ship to drift onto the fateful Abu Nuhas reef.  
This wreck is accessible to all levels of diver who will appreciate it as a great wreck dive. Despite the length of time the Carnatic has been on the seabed it is remarkably intact. The majority of the dive can be done along the outside of the wreck past giant moray eels and other Red Sea reef fish that have made this wreck their home. In the holds you can see the remains of broken bottles and there are shoals of glass fish inhabiting them. Penetration into the holds is easy for any level of diver and the neighbouring reef is great to explore on your safety stop. 
Big Brother Island
A 400 metre long island offering fabulous wreck diving and wall diving. The wreck of the Numidia lies on the northern tip between 10 and 80 metres. The north-west side of the island houses the wreck of the Aida. Every section of this reef is covered with corals and life. 

Small Brother Island
From its name, you can  guess that it is a little smaller than Big Brother Island! It is surrounded by walls, covered in soft corals. The dives can be challenging, but are definitely rewarding. Sightings of large pelagics are a very common and the beautiful Gorgonia Fan coral forest is an awe inspiring sight. 

Small Crack
This is a small split in the middle of Shaab Mahmoud's barrier. Drift along the outside wall next to beautiful corals and colourful fish. Look for a sand slope that leads you up and through the crack. When the current is right you can fly through the 5m deep channel and be thrown out across the sandy lagoon!

Gobal Island 
At the gate of the Straits of Gobal is 'Bluff Point', which gets its name from the turbulence created by strong currents that beat the eastern wall of the island. The wreck of the 'Ulysses' lies on the reef 300m north of the lighthouse, starting at 5m and sloping to 25m. 'The Barge' wreck, south of the lighthouse, provides divers with a fun and unusual night dive. The wrecks skeleton creates protection for all types of night creatures.[image: image4.jpg]
