Diving
We have two days diving from the hard boat, Patrice II, where we will take in some of the best wrecks and reefs in the area. 
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The Manacles is a huge reef covering nearly one square mile. There is an abundance of shipwrecks ranging in depth from 8m to 80m, catering for all levels of diver. 
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There has been more loss of shipping here than on any other reef on the entire South Coast, with over 110 ships lost.
